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Goodwill’s history extends back more than a century ago when Reverend Edgar J. Helms 
founded the first Goodwill in 1902 in Boston. The Methodist minister collected used clothes 
and household goods, and then trained and hired the poor and immigrant adults living in  
Boston to fix them. The items were then resold or given to those who repaired them. By doing 

so, he developed a method to help men and women in need by giving them hope, dignity, and independence. 
The system worked, and the Goodwill philosophy of “a hand up, not a handout” was born.

At Goodwill of North Georgia, our mission is a simple one: We put people to work. We provide training,  
placement, support and opportunities to anyone who wants it. With the support of donors, shoppers, and  
community partners, we help people overcome the barriers to employment. Last year we helped connect 
22,000 individuals with jobs. Our work depends on the support of our community. Our donors give us their 
gently used items, and we sell them in our stores. The money generated from our stores helps fund the  
programs to provide our jobseekers with the help they need to secure a first job, a better job, or a career.

Yesterday and Today: Goodwill History

Each person we help is unique, and therefore an individual career plan is  
tailored for everyone. Upon participants’ successful completion of our training programs, we’re there to  
assist with job placement and retention services. Our employment team works with local businesses, partner 
organizations, colleges, trade schools, and others to give our graduates advantages that can ultimately lead  
to a job. We worked with more than 5,000 employers last year! 

For those wanting to start their own businesses, we also have programs that provide planning and guidance to 
put aspiring entrepreneurs and new business owners on a path to success.

Career Center Information 
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Our Career Pathways programs with classes and paid work-based learning designed to lead to an industry-
recognized credential and immediate entry into employment are offered in multiple locations. Classes are 
scheduled multiple times a year at the Goodwill locations listed below. Go to goodwillng.org for a calendar of 
events with class start dates and times.

In addition, all of the locations offer Goodwill of North Georgia’s general employment workforce development program, which is 
designed for one of the priority populations of people we serve. The program prepares people with disabilities for competitive 
employment.

Step One: Attend an Information Session
Attending an information session is the first step towards enrolling in a Goodwill 
of North Georgia training program. Utilize the back of this catalog to contact the 
career center nearest you for the day and time of the information session at that 
location. During these sessions you will learn the start dates and requirements of 
the program you have an interest in. You will also be instructed on how to obtain  
funding to participate in the program. After attendance of an information session, 
a Goodwill team member will follow up with you and continue to guide you in  
the enrollment process.

Step Two: Apply for Funding
Funding is required to participate in all Goodwill of North Georgia training programs. 
There are several funding options that you can apply for, which are based on your 
income and/or county of residency. The following are some of our partners who  
provide funding options most often used by Goodwill program participants. The 
referral sources coordinate with Goodwill on the fee structure. Private payers and 
program fees determined on a case by case basis.

Step Three: Follow-Up and Getting Started
Gather documents required and complete your funding application. List Goodwill  
as your choice for job training provider. If you have trouble along the way, connect 
with your Goodwill Navigator to help. Be sure to provide us your email address and 
phone number so we can reach out to you. To check-in, call  844-344-WORK. 
When it is time to start, you will receive information on where to  go, when to come 
in, and what to bring with you.  

Wait Times
For Goodwill training programs, where individuals are recruited, a Career Services 
Navigator staff member will advise you of program capacity,  approximate wait 
times (if any), next steps, and other potential resources that may be needed. For 
programs that have a formal referral process, the funding / referral source will be 
notified, and that agency or Goodwill may communicate program availability and 
any wait times directly with you.
